Critical Task:  In groups of three, create material (power point, cloze notes, crossword puzzles etc) to cover the concepts for specific outcomes 2.7 and 2.8, and present to class members.
Outcomes:  
Specific Outcome 2.7 - analyze ideologies that developed in response to classical liberalism (classic conservatism, Marxism, socialism, welfare capitalism) (PADM, ER, TCC)

Specific Outcome 2.8 - analyze the evolution of modern liberalism as a response to classical liberalism (labour standards and unions, universal suffrage, welfare state, protection of human rights, feminism) (PADM, ER, TCC)
Task 1:  Choose a group of three. 

Task 2:  Assign individual responsibilities for the collective task of answering the critical question. One approach to this could be based on the three Inquiry questions for this chapter (page 130)
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Task 3:  Read chapter 4:  Responding to Classical Liberalism.
Task 4:  As a class, construct a rubric that will be used for evaluation for this SDLL.  Type out and include this in your SDLL package.
Task 5:  Working individually, build your ‘teaching tools’.  Ensure what you are doing individually, meets the groups expectations.  
Task 6:  Periodically, check in with the group to ensure quality standards. Is each person contributing fairly?

Task 7:  Combine all three individual resources into one presentation (save on flash drive to be submitted to Ms. Blimke/Mr. Oppedisano for individual evaluation.)  Ensure you have met the criteria established in task 4.

Task 8:  Groups complete a  self evaluation using the rubric in task 4. Submit to your teacher.

Task 9 (Presentation):  Each group will present their project (and answer to the critical question) to one other group.  Mark the presentation using the rubric in task 4.   
Task 10:  Teacher will select one group to present to the class (including photocopies) as an exemplar for the SDLL (names in a hat? Or volunteers??).
